*Due to the lack of a BED Fund Coordinator this year and lack of overall guidance to BED Fund Reps, I would like to credit all disciplines that did not submit valid proposals with carry-over funds (the 75% distribution) that can be accessed through next year’s proposal. These funds must be utilized within the 2009-2010 proposal year or will be forfeited. Any unspent general pool funds (the 25% distribution) for the year will be folded into the capital account.
Notes: 
Civil also proposed holding funds for a future upgrade of the security systems for Ellis Hall. The BED Head Board felt that this type of purchase should be made by the University itself, rather than come out of BED Fund. 
Applied Mathematics did submit a proposal, however; only one option was priced out and it was deemed unsatisfactory. The proposal called for the purchase of a variety of textbooks that are common to Apple Math Students, and the BED Head Board felt that this would create a redundancy of resources, as many textbooks are available through the library system. In addition, there were concerns about how the security of the textbooks would be monitored. None of the other options were priced out, and therefore couldn’t be chosen as the final proposal.
