Meetings
· Met with Julian and Rob about QFrosh.

Monday – Friday: Corrected an issue with a hacked account.
EngSoc Business
Monday: 
·  Began to work on a backup of our servers. I don’t have the right hardware yet, I will bring in my own hardware tomorrow.
· Continued to fix some DNS issues. I believe the last issue has been corrected. Tea-room.ca, qfsae.com, and qpid.ca are now all appearing properly.
· Met with Julian about QFrosh about QFrosh. We discussed the exact specifics, some technical and some purely informational. 
Tuesday: 
· Brought in my backup hardware and configured it to do the backup.
· There are some glitches with the backup, I continued to work on it. Namely the server requires a kernel upgrade in order to be mounted properly and such a significant upgrade is not worth the risk. I found that hacking and upgrading the kernel on my external is safer but took longer.
· Wrote a detailed document outlining exactly what we needed in QFrosh. Some back and forth with emails with Julian.
Wednesday:
· Eventually I managed to reconfigure my external drive’s hardware and began testing a backup procedure. This was a long, complex process to get it working.
Thursday:
· Started the backup! But it got stuck and I had to figure out a new method of backing up.
· Worked on a number of printing issues. Namely I suspect the printer’s cache is being overloaded by PDFs and other documents that are too large. This extends the printing process.
· More research into LDAP & Samba configurations. Namely where one ends and the other begins.

Friday:
· Finally began a proper backup procedure.
· Continued to search for reasons why the domain emails are not working. There does not seem to be any indication as to why it shouldn’t, the old syntax appears to be supported in many versions except ours. I will continue to research why.
Saturday/Sunday:
· Corrected the backup procedure throughout the weekend. The backup kept stopping for reasons unknown but it could be resumed. A second backup had to be made in order to resume properly. This did not finish until Monday night.
