Websites: Reset some more passwords. Need to do research on how to setup passwords permanently for EngSoc members.
EngSoc Business
Monday: 
· Submitted the QFrosh application to ITS and had a meeting with Rob about random IT stuff
· Denied the original quote for the backup server and requested a new one with an precise explanation of what we need.
· Researched more server grade hardware. The original hard drives chosen have the exact same name as the line of hard drives for client grade, “Barracuda”. I had to scrap the original choice of 1.5 TB and find a whole new line. I found the RE3 and RE4 Western digital.
· Researched DNS functionality of the servers. Added it to my documentation and attempted to add tea-room.ca and qfsae.com to our name servers.
Tuesday:
