Meetings
Monday: Purchased the base of the backup server after consideration through several options. 
User Accounts & Requests
Monday – Friday: Configured QSFAE account information. Added most of it to the documentation, potentially adding the rest of it after the server has been rebuilt.
EngSoc Business
Monday: 
· Patched the air-conditioning issue in the server room. Discussed with Cenk possible solutions to our server room overheating problem.
· Organized a very large list of requests and sorted them by importance. My goal is to be done all the requests by mid July.
· Read through server logs regarding emails sent and received. There seems to be an issue with an email account either pretending to be us or of some other issue. I will be meeting with Cenk at some point to discuss this possible security problem.
· Started to complete the requests given to me. At this point, most requests still require research but the research that is required is minimal and the DoIT position is becoming routine. I am coming to learn that the requests are an excellent way to continue to learn and explore the servers.
Tuesday: 
· Met with Cenk and discussed server options. This covered things like hard drive capacities, brands, and grades.
· Linked Ryan Low’s other EngSoc email accounts to his vpops email account. I will have to document this so that this change is deleted when transitioning in 2010 takes place. 
· Power went down... came in very early Wednesday to turn the servers back on and deal with problems associated with a hard shutdown.






Wednesday:
· Met with Cenk again briefly and he requested that an excel sheet be made with backup server options.
· Made a detailed proposal of options for a backup server. The document is well researched and all the details of a potential backup server are given. There are seven detailed options to choose from.
· Researched the NSS file in Ubuntu.
· D.o.I.T. is over 9000!!!!
· Researched UPS systems. The current UPS battery needs to be replaced, I am assigning a computer manager to go through the receipts and see if we can get the battery replaced for free. As it stands, we will not be able to get a UPS that is of the same quality as the one we have but I have determined that a lower power system is acceptable.


Thursday:
· Got in contact with ITS and I was told that the QFrosh program requirements are still being examined. 
· Researched courier/postfix. There are several glitches in the server that will need to be fixed and I obsessively attempted to fix them. I will drive to a Chapters some day and read a postfix/courier chapter on this issue because I cannot find a fix for this problem on the internet.

Friday:
· After some more research into LDAP, I have determined that I have finally learned and researched enough to rebuild the EngSoc servers. To accelerate the reconstruction of Civic (server) I have decided to begin as soon as the backup server has taken an image of Civic. I will be getting help from Cenk and John in this matter. I expect it will take 2 days for it to be running again and another 2-5 days for it to be fully functional with all the user data available again.
· Researched some backup options. I think we will be using rsync for timely incremental backups and ‘dd’ for a complete image backup. The books I have read recommend using tar as a backup option but it seems most professional sites use rsync.
· Created QSFAE email accounts and they are now linked and working with the domain and our servers.
Sunday: 
· Looked up GUIs for LDAP. I have narrowed it down to 3 possibilities based on upkeep and performance.
